TROFEU DUES CATALUNYES

From 2 to 3 March 2018 the RACC organises the Rally
Catalunya Historic “Trofeu Dues Catalunyes”. A two-day
competition on closed roads, with start in Barcelona, and
stopping over in France.

As part of the Rally Catalunya Historic, the RACC wants to
remember the 6 editions of the “Trofeu Dues Catalunyes”
(“Two Catalonias Trophy”), which was organised by the club for
the last time back in 1965.

The Rally Catalunya, currently a scoring round towards the FIA

World Rally Championship, was staged for the first time in 1957.

The Rally Catalunya Historic “Trofeu Dues Catalunyes” is a
regularity race, split into two legs, with averages of up to 55 kph
(option to choose between high and low average), and stages
run on closed roads and with a night stage during the first leg.
